Eastern Rosellas - Split Black Cock & Red Split Black Hen
This pair of sex linked and recessive mutations will breed Black, and Red Black offspring.

Princess Parrots - Split Yellow - Possible Split Blue
A nice recessive combination that can breed yellow and white young

Eastern Rosellas - Red Cock and Cinnamon Red Hen
This is another sex linked mutation and will breed cinnamon red hens and red split cinnamon cocks.

Rainbow Lorikeets - Split Blue Front, Have Bred Blue Fronted
This recessive mutation combination will breed Blue Front cocks and hens

Eastern Rosellas - split Red Cock & normal Hen
This mutation is sex linked and will produce Red Hens.

Galahs — Split Lutino Cock and LUTINO Hen
This is another WA developed mutation which is quite RARE and very much in demand. It is sex linked and
this combination can breed Lutino hens and cocks.

Kakarikis - Yellow Cock & Split Yellow Hen

DOMINANT MUTATION
This is where only one bird has to have the gene for it to be re - produced. You will have 50 % of your young visually
show the mutation. Birds can not be split for a Dominant mutation. Examples are Grey — Greens.

RECESSIVE MUTATION

Both parents have to have the gene to reproduce colour in their young. A colour and a split will breed colour, as will
two splits. Both cocks and hens can be split to a Recessive mutation. Examples of recessive mutations are Blues,
Pied’s, Black, Golden and Yellow Head.

SEX LINKED

In a Sex Linked mutation a cock split to the mutation will breed coloured hens when bred over a normal hen. A co-
loured Hen and a split Cock will breed coloured cocks and hens and split cocks. A coloured Cock and a coloured Hen
will breed all coloured Cocks and Hens. Only cocks can be split to a sex linked mutation. Examples over sex linked
mutations are Lutino, Red, Rubino, Albino and Cinnamon.
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
